Wandsworth Council strongly opposes

the Government’s recent announcement
indicating it would support the construction
of a third runway at Heathrow Airport.

The council believes this decision disregards the
significant environmental, health, and quality-of-life
impacts on local communities already suffering from
the negative effects of air traffic.

The additional runway will result in aircraft overhead for
more hours each day when westerly operations are in
place, with no respite after 3pm. The reduced length of
the new runway will force larger, noisier aircraft to use
the existing full-length runways, further exacerbating
the disruption.

Council Leader, Simon Hogg, said: “We cannot stand

by and let Heathrow have a green light to enact such
unwelcome changes on our communities. We will work
alongside our coalition partners to oppose these plans.”

“It’s fantastic,” explains Muhammad, who moved at the
end of October with wife Yasmeen and their two sons.

“The flat is very spacious and all the neighbours are very
nice. It’s very peaceful here and everything is very easy.
Plus, it’s a very friendly neighbourhood.”

Pictured to the right is Edgecombe Hall Estate resident
Kim Muddle. Kim has lived in the area for 15 years and
said she is pleased to see the new development replace
the old garages that had previously stood on the site.

“The new housing looks lovely,” said the 66-year-old.

“The garages had been neglected and the site wasn’t
being used for anything. It’s positive to see where
there was a gap that it could be used for something to
improve the area.”

New residents had chance to meet their neighbours at
a community meet and greet organised by the council
last month, with support from the local residents’
association.

When Wandsworth was accredited as a
Borough of Sanctuary last year, it marked our
commitment to helping those in need of safety
and support.

For Pavlo, whose harrowing experiences on the frontline
of the war in Ukraine left him in urgent need, coming to
Wandsworth meant he was “met with love, unexpectedly,
which made me feel truly welcomed”.

From local NHS health services, to the council-funded
Citizens Advice Wandsworth, and help with moving
costs as a Ukrainian refugee, Pavlo says he received
“crucial assistance”.

Yoga and swimming at Latchmere Leisure Centre in
Battersea and Putney Leisure Centre “helped me
manage stress and depression effectively”, adds the
33-year-old.

With the support Pavlo received, the trained priest was
determined to be an active member of the community
and, after training as a behaviour technician, Pavlo
now works in a secondary school supporting children
with autism.

He also volunteers at Roehampton non-profit
organisation Estate Art and helps out at church and co-
manages a charity helping children in southern Ukraine.

“I| feel deeply obligated and grateful for the invaluable
support provided to Ukraine, especially in helping
Ukrainian refugees,” said Pavlo.

“That’s why I've chosen to support vulnerable children
with autism, as well as local people in need, as my way of
giving back to the UK and helping as much as | can.”

Wandsworth Council is pressing the
Government to reduce the impact of utilities
roadworks.

We are advocating for stricter enforcement and better
coordination of street works.

The council already works closely with companies such
as Thames Water, SGN, and UK Power Networks to
ensure street works are completed swiftly and to high
standards. We also have the power to fine companies
due to overrunning works.

“Residents deserve smoother journeys and less
disruption from roadworks.

We're making sure utility companies are held
accountable for the work they do, and that they
complete necessary works as quickly and efficiently
as possible,” said Cabinet Member for Transport
Jenny Yates.

Falcon Road rail bridge will get a colourful
makeover this year thanks to the winners of
an architectural design competition run by
Wandsworth Council and London Festival
of Architecture.

It will turn from from a dark and unwelcoming route
under the railway to becoming a vibrant and inclusive

Burntwood Lane upgrade

Safety improvement work has begun on Burntwood
Lane, the busy road that connects Wandsworth
Common to Garratt Lane in Earlsfield.

There will be wider footways, safer crossing points for
pedestrians, and new segregated cycling lanes. During
the works, vehicles will still be able to use the road, and
no road closures are expected as the works proceed
over the coming year.

Jenny Yates, Cabinet Member for Transport, said:
“Burntwood Lane is an important route and those
who use it will be aware how wide the road is. Our
improvement work is to make better use of the
space to create improved cycling facilities, and safer
pedestrian crossings.”

Better roads and pavements

We expect to have resurfaced at least 66 roads and 50
pavements by the end of March as part of our Decade
of Renewal commitment to invest in our borough.

The annual maintenance budget will be more than
doubled, with £100m allocated over ten years. The
priority will be on getting pavements repaired so they
are safe for local people.

An extra 65 e-bike parking bays are being installed in
key locations around the borough with a focus on our
busy town centres, in addition to 110 spaces installed
last year. The location of the bays has been chosen
following extensive public consultation.

Improving Old York Road

Works on Old York Road in Wandsworth Town restarted
in early January, following the Christmas break. More
staff have been brought on site to accelerate progress.

The works at Tonsley Hill and Edgel Street junctions
have been deferred to mid-May to make sure outdoor
seating areas are available for Easter, supporting local
cafes and restaurants during the busy holiday period.
Further updates from Network Rail on the installation of
a second entrance to Wandsworth Town station will be
provided later in 2025.
