At such a height, the inefficiencies from construction and maintenance increase, typically resulting in more greenhouse
gas emissions with no clear proof that the gains in urban density can offset them. The Net Zero commitment is also
unconvincing. The provision for 35% of affordable homes is commendable and should be preserved, and if anything,
increased.

In the last two years, Wandsworth Council has delivered 2042 houses a year on average. While it is commendable that
the Council has met its target of 1950 homes per year, this does not meet anywhere near the amount of housing need that
exists in the borough. Using the standard method, the Council should be delivering more than 3600 homes per year --
nearly twice the number of homes that they actually are delivering.

While some may be concerned about investors buying up homes only to leave them empty as second homes, the data
reveals that the percentage of dwellings that are second homes in Wandsworth Council is very low -- with fewer than 1000
second homes for 150k total dwellings (a rate of 0.7%).

And plenty of research confirms that adding new housing supply, even if it's market rate, can help reduce rents compared
to what would've happened had no housing been added. The reason for this is pretty simple -- the people who move into
the new housing are no longer competing with those living in current buildings, which means less pressure on rents.

The many people who will benefit from this new development -- the employees working in the offices, the workers and
patrons of the restaurant, the families moving into the housing -- many of them have no idea that they will benefit from this
one day, and as such have no way of telling the council what it will one day mean to them. It's up to the Council to
remember these unheard voices, and to properly balance the unrepresentative voices they are hearing against the other
pros and cons that this development will bring to the community.
