I would like to strongly object to this ludicrous proposal of a 34 floor building. 

Firstly and most importantly this application breaches Wandsworth Council's own Planning Policy only recently set out in
July 2023 where the height restriction in this location is 12 storeys and the Council states in writing it favours regeneration
over demolish and rebuild in order to abate the sunk carbon of existing buildings. 

Pile driving to 80 m may damage the foundations of Battersea Bridge and Thames Walk 
apartments. 

The Battersea Heliport is 500m to the West - what wind studies have been provided 
to the statutory air safety authorities to reassure and attest that the building will not 
create a wind sheer or vortex of danger to helicopters. 

The plan has 20 parking spaces for 160 flats. Public transport (only buses) will not have the capacity to handle a massive
upsurge in local residents, nor will doctors, dentists and other amenities. 

The development has a proposed roof garden. As proposed it looks straight into the bedrooms and bathrooms of Albion
riverside. 

The height of the building will block the sun and cast a shadow over 6 Hester 
Road and Albion Riverside. Both will forfeit their right to light. In addition, both will lose their privacy as all the East facing
apartments in the proposed development will look directly into the existing 
bedrooms, bathrooms and living rooms of both 6 Hester Road and Albion Riverside. 

There are no detailed plans as to how construction will be managed - how often will 
Battersea Bridge Road be closed. The site is small. Not only is it a main North South 
thoroughfare for all traffic but the principle route for the London fire brigade and 
ambulance service.

Comment: I am against this planning application for several reasons. 
First, the suggested 33-floor building is far too high. It certainly exceeds the height of tall buildings nearby. 12 storeys is
the Wandsworth Plan maximum, and even that would be too high. I cannot understand why the developers are so
stubborn in failing to reduce the height to an acceptable level. 
It will cast shadow onto surrounding buildings. 
Some years ago there was a very nasty accident at Vauxhall when a helicopter smashed into a tall tower – not even 33
floors. Wandsworth helicopter station is nearby. 
It destroys part of the riverside view. 
Allowing this skyscraper will open the way for other similar applications, which will exacerbate this situation. 
Whilst accepting that the site be redeveloped, such excessive reconstruction will increase the size of any building works,
especially with the need for tall cranes. This will impact on traffic flow, putting heavy pressure on Albert Bridge, which is
sometimes closed. Example: Albert Bridge is closed for 5 days from 28th May. It would make great difficulties for
emergency vehicles. 
Heavy building works, such as pile driving, could cause problems with the bridge structure 
We do not need any more restaurants. We already have 5 on that particular stretch of the road, as well as two coffee
shops round the corner on Parkgate. It will all add to pressure of traffic.

It is completely out of scale / proportion to the surrounding area and indeed its own footprint, and is contrary to the
Council's existing Planning Policy. 

Battersea Bridge Road is already highly congested and existing TfL plans to alter the road layout and a number of local
junctions will further impact traffic flows in the area. The addition of significant numbers of construction vehicles over a
long period of time will lead to even more congestion and severely impact the air quality locally. It should also be noted
that Albert Bridge cannot be used to relieve this congestion due to existing weight limits. 

20 parking spaces for 160 flats will add yet more pressure on existing on-street parking provision for current residents. 

During construction, it will impede access to the riverside walk which provides an important amenity space and a major
cycling commuter route. Furthermore, the overall increase in residents will add even more pressure to local amenity
space, particularly Battersea Park, which is already becoming an overcrowded space as a result of the Nine Elms
developments.

Comment: The height of the building is not at all appropriate for the location (and will still be too tall if re-submitted with a
few storeys chopped off later in the year).

This location is often very windy and this building would no doubt make it
much worse whatever the desktop wind studies might say. Helicopters also regularly fly over or very close to the Glassmill
Building. Continuing to to add to the canyon effect along the river will make it more dangerous. 
The amount of over development of the site is not justified for the proportion of affordable housing that is proposed.
Genuinely affordable housing, at reasonable densities, where people will actually live and support local businesses is
required, but this density and proportion of no doubt incredibly expensive flats should not be allowed just because too
much has been paid for the site or more profit is required by the developer.

Comment: Part 1: I would like to strongly object to this application! Having a 34 storey tower next to Battersea Bridge will
massively change the skyline of this part of the river and is obviously three times higher than the currently max 12 stories
allowed in Wandsworth’s Planning Policy updated less than a year ago. Why not redevelop the current building instead?
It would save a lot of CO2 emissions! The only reason to demolish Glassmill and build such a high tower at such a tiny site
is to make lots of money for the developers. However, this will only succeed if they manage to sell the flats. Public
transport links to and from Battersea Bridge are not great and heavily reliant on buses to reach the tube/overground
network. Buses are already full during peak hours. People who buy expensive homes will want to have a car as well, and
only 18 spaces for 142 flats is never going to be enough, so many will choose to buy elsewhere, resulting in an empty
tower. Looking at the newly built towers across the river in Chelsea, only a few windows are lit at night, suggesting they
are mostly unoccupied. 

The developers mention the need for a landmark building by Battersea Bridge. We already have this in Albion Riverside,
which is completely unique in its architecture! The proposed design of the new development is so bland, the only aspect
making it stand out from the other skyscrapers around the world is the fact that it’s so out of proportion with its
surroundings. 

The wind studies submitted don’t seem robust enough. The corridor between Albion Riverside and Riverside One, both
10 stories high, is always extremely windy irrespective of how windy it is elsewhere. A much higher building could make
this problem much worse along the riverside. How would this affect the cladding of the neighbouring buildings? The
developer’s wind study earmarks one balcony in the tower as unsuitable for use. But what studies have been made for
balconies in the neighbouring buildings? None that have been submitted with this planning application. What guarantees
are there that current residents can continue to use their balconies? 
The heliport is located about 1km to the west of Battersea Bridge. New wind patterns may not be suitable given the
location of the heliport and could endanger helicopter traffic with associated added risks to vehicles and pedestrians along
the river and on Battersea and Albert Bridges. 

The foundations required for such a high building must be vast and I’m concerned about potential damage to the
foundations of already present buildings nearby, Battersea Bridge and the riverwall. Has the developer obtained large
enough insurance policies to fully cover repairs for damage they cause? How can that be safeguarded? Damage to
current buildings would cause extreme concern and potential financial ruin for current residents, as they won’t be able to
sell until all is repaired, like the properties affected by cladding disaster after the Grenfell fire. 

The height of the tower would take the right to daylight and privacy away from current residents in Thameswalk, 6 Hester



Road, Albion Riverside, Riverside One and Morgans Walk to mention just a few. The studies submitted (Landscape
analysis) only show shadows a few meters around the development, focusing of what plants might be best suited, but the
height of the tower means much longer shadows will be generated, negatively affecting the larger neighbourhood. This
has not been fully explored in the planning application. The roof garden would give direct line of sight to many bedrooms
in neighbouring buildings.

Comment: Part 2: The application has omitted the plans from TfL to install new traffic lights on Battersea Bridge Road
close to the bridge, as described in TfL’s Battersea Bridge safety improvements scheme. The Construction logistics plan
mention the need to temporarily close the bus stop BD on Battersea Bridge Road, citing only bus 170 as being affected
and the next stop being only 180m away, so won’t cause any problems. However, they have omitted that BD is also the
final stop for bus 19, before turning left into Parkgate Road to its stand on Elcho Street. Obviously, no solution for this has
been presented. 

How can such a large building be constructed on such a small plot? It doesn’t seem to be any spare land available to
house machinery, cranes and building materials. Locations of cranes etc have not been submitted. Just-in-time lorry
deliveries will not work in practice, as the surrounding roads are either extremely congested (Battersea Bridge Road) or
too small (Hester Road) to manage associated HGVs etc or to be closed to use for storage. Having a traffic marshal
managing construction traffic, claiming to give priority to other traffic and road users, won’t help, as traffic is always
gridlocked during the daytime. This will make the situation unbearable for current residents. How will we ever get out of
Hester Road with construction lorries waiting for a large enough gap in the traffic? 

Battersea Bridge is one of too few bridges over the Thames, given the population in this part of London, and is already
very badly congested for most of the day. Traffic is always queuing on the south side for much of Battersea Bridge Road
towards the bridge and on Beaufort Street almost as far north as Fulham Road for south going traffic. Adding construction
traffic would cause further congestion and delays for local residents, whether traveling by bus or car. Take into
consideration how the emergency services would cope with this extra traffic, and that’s not even counting the numerous
traffic accidents on/around the bridge in recent years. We know all too well what extra traffic is like, we have had to
endure several bridge closures since we moved to Hester Road in 2011 (Albert Bridge, Vauxhall Bridge, Wandsworth
Bridge and Hammersmith Bridge have been closed for long periods of time or is still closed) and every time the overspill of
traffic has added massive further delays to Battersea Bridge and the surrounding roads both north and south of the bridge,
making both bus and car travel almost unbearable, with journey times of 45 minutes from King’s Road to Hester Road.
This week Albert Bridge has been closed for overdue maintenance and yet again northbound traffic is standing still as far
south as Battersea Park Road. 

The riverside walk is heavily used by local residents from the borough to walk to and from Battersea Park and Battersea
Power Station. Cutting off the access for a very long period of time (two years seems like a gross underestimate given
how long other sites have taken to complete) will push adults, children, dogs and cyclists onto the roads instead, with
associated higher risk of traffic accidents. The developer tries to use a redevelopment of the riverwalk just by the bridge

1. Breaches Wandsworth Council’s Planning Policy set in July 2023. Height restriction in this location is 12 storeys. To
reduce sunk carbon footprint, the Council wrote that it favours regeneration over demolishing/ rebuilding existing buildings.
Why is the Council not enforcing its own policy – 12-storeys and to regenerate? 
2. Completely out of keeping with the surrounding heights. Wandsworth already has a high-rise cluster in Nine Elms area. 
3. Pile driving to 80m may damage the foundations of Battersea Bridge (listed II), Thames Walk Apartments, 6 Hester
Road, 5 Hester Road, Royal College of Arts, and Albion Riverside Building. Has the developer the financial means to
repair Battersea Bridge and the other properties in the area in the event they are damaged? Will the Council require the
developer to provide a bank guarantee to fund the inevitable repairs? 
4. How can such a large building be constructed on such a small plot? There is no spare land available to house
machinery, cranes and building materials. Locations of cranes etc have not been submitted. Just-in-time lorry deliveries
will not work in practice, as the surrounding roads are extremely congested (Battersea Bridge Road) or too narrow (Hester
Road) to manage associated HGVs etc or to be closed to use for storage. Having a traffic marshal managing construction
traffic, claiming to give priority to other traffic and road users, won’t help, as traffic is always gridlocked during the daytime.
This will make the situation unbearable for current residents. How will we ever get out of Hester Road with construction
lorries waiting for a large enough gap in the traffic? 
5. What about the services that run under the Glassmill - electricity/ water/ sewerage? 
6. The development has a proposed roof garden. The recent court case on privacy between Neo Bankside and the Tate
Modern is relevant. Neo Bankside won the court case requiring Tate Modern to close its viewing platform and restaurant
terrace where they overlooked Neo Bankside apartments. The roof garden will be subject to an immediate and identical
legal challenge by 6 Hester Road, itself affordable housing, and Albion Riverside building. As proposed it looks straight
into the bedrooms, bathrooms, and living rooms of neighbouring buildings. 
7. The plan has 18 parking spaces for 142 flats. Will Wandsworth Council issue more on street parking permits and will
parking spaces be added to Hester Road? 
8. The height of the building will block the winter sun and cast a shadow over 6 Hester Road (a Peabody managed
affordable housing block), Albion Riverside Building, Riverside One, Morgans Walk, etc. These residential buildings will
forfeit their right to light. In addition, the proposed development East facing apartments will look directly into the existing
bedrooms, bathrooms, and living rooms of both 6 Hester Road and Albion Riverside. 
9. Existing buildings, e.g. Montevetro, may have a right to views of St Pauls or Albert Bridge, etc, which the proposed
development will block. 
10. With proposed 142 flats at an average of 3 people per flat adds 426 people to this very small area. What are the
additional amenities the Council will provide for these people by way of NHS GP’s, school places, libraries, shops,
additional buses. The proposed infrastructure cannot support the local services such as NHS GP’s, schools, buses, and



increased traffic. Furthermore, the increased number of residents will increase traffic due to increase in deliveries-
Amazon/Deliveroo/groceries, etc. to a very small area. 
11. There are no detailed plans as to how construction will be managed. How often will Battersea Bridge Road be closed?
The site is small. Not only is it a main North-South thoroughfare for all traffic, but the principal route for the London fire
brigade and ambulance services.

What wind studies have been provided to the statutory
air safety authorities to reassure and attest that the building will not create a wind shear or vortex of danger to helicopters?
What will the wind shadow impact of the proposed development be on Albion Riverside Building and the Royal College of
Arts? 
17. The proposed development will disrupt and potentially threaten the survival of the significant flock of starlings of over
1000 birds that nest under Battersea Bridge at the Battersea end. Every day at dusk the starlings assemble on the roof of
the current Glassmill, and then form a murmuration before heading under the bridge for the night. Both the construction
phase and a 34-storey building will put an end to the starlings. 
18. Is this the best way for Wandsworth council to provide additional affordable housing - in a narrow pencil thin 34-storey
tower built by a property developer for profit?

Comment: This development will create chaos on the overall area and is inappropriate to this area both in urban,
architectural and infrastructure terms. 
The massing is disproportionate to the area, far too high when compared with the surrounding on both sides of the river. A
tower is not needed to mark the bridge as the architects claimed, as it is evident on Battersea,Albert and Chelsea bridges.
The revised proposal with only a few floors less is not sufficient to meet the height of the surrounding buildings as I believe
to be appropriate. The “reduced floors” offer is not significant and does not respond at all to the previous critics from
residents. 
There is no sufficient parking proposed to support the new housing, and it’s naive to think all new residents won’t need
more parking and will all use public transport. Note the parking numbers are even reduced from the current building
provision. 
While there is a small percentage of affordable housing proposed, the large percentage is not and there is no sufficient
parking for those even who will invest on a new high rise riverside tower. Note the surrounding area does not have
available areas for street parking if that was the expectation. 
I would also like to highlight that the “new public realm” presented by the proposal is actually already public realm. The
additional area will clearly be used by the proposed restaurant. While a redesign for a more welcoming riverside public
space is appreciated and positive, it is unclear if the ramp presented is sufficient for the existing height difference. In
addition, it assumes both wheelchair users and cyclists will share it, which I understand is the case now but it is not
acceptable in a new redesign. 
From an urban realm perspective the height of the arcade seems disproportionately high to its circulation width. 
While I agree the current building is not to be protected, the proposal does not respond to the needs of the residents and
would require a substantial redesign to be appropriate, and not a simple removal of a couple of floors.

However well planned and well intentioned, the building works will be
incredibly disruptive, changing the nature of the area for the foreseeable future solely for the benefit of a private equity
fund, overseas investors and with absolutely no benefit to the local population. 

A development of this scale should be judged on the disruption it will bring to the area, disturbing people’s lives, school
runs, businesses and leisure and significantly damaging quality of life and health for many thousands of people. 

I strenuously object to this development.

I am writing to protest in the strongest possible terms at the proposal of the construction of the 34
storey tower ‘Glassmill’ at the immediate south end of Battersea Bridge – it is entirely out of keeping
with the whole area (Battersea or Chelsea) and flies against the local plan 12 storey cap that I
understand has been recently agreed to
The negative impact on the Thames Conservation Area and the terrible consequences for the views
and surroundings that create the backdrop to our precious, historic part of London would be
unforgivable. A loss of visual amenity that will be felt by local residents on both sides of the river.
The proposed development is much too tall and will overwhelm the established RBKC Cheyne
Conservation Area and the Thames Conservation Area with their numerous important listed buildings
(Grade I Chelsea Old Church; Grade I Royal Hospital Chelsea; Grade II* Lindsey House; Grade
II*Crosby Hall; Grade II* Albert Bridge and numerous Grade II buildings in Chelsea.
The negative impact on local transport and traffic. Battersea Bridge is a key piece of infrastructure for
traffic moving through South Chelsea and Battersea, and a building project of this scale will bring the
areas on both sides of the river to a standstill and pose an unacceptable threat to all road users.

In any case, even
considering the adjoining tall building zone, the height is restricted to 12 storeys, far below the 34
storeys proposed by the rapacious developers.
The expectation (as with other areas in London: Nine Elms, Fulham) would be that once there is a
precedent that many more towers will follow – please, please do not let this be your legacy on such
a beautiful and historic part of London – below please find attached Whistler’s view of Battersea from
Chelsea re-imagined by Sir Terry Farrell’s team ‘Nocturne in Blue and Green-backs’ looking more like
the view out of the A4 on the way to Heathrow. Whistler, as are we, would be shocked and saddened
that such a proposal is even being considered.

2. Proposal is in direct defiance of council planning policy: under the Local Plan the site is outside the “tall buildings zone”
and it appears a new building should not exceed six storeys. The developers are posing a fundamental challenge to the
council’s planning strategies and even to the revised policy, which requires the council to ‘seek to restrict’ proposals for tall
buildings. Even the the adjacent ‘tall building zone’ - and this proposal can’t be included within it - sets the high range at 7
- 12 storeys. The Local Plan remains precise: “Proposals for tall buildings will only be approrpiate in tall building zones
identified on tall building maps”; 
3. Wandsworth Design Panel - established by the council to provide expert guidance on design and planning matters -
was not convinced the public benefits cited by the developer offered sufficient mitigation and referred to over-development
of the tight and constrained plot. Justification for the 33 storeys was not convincing; 
4. The rationale for such over-development appears to be economic. The developers having offered a premium price for
such a small plot it seems only a very tall building can produce acceptable returns. To place the developers’ business
plan so far ahead of the interests of the community and the environment would be a betrayal of planners’ duties and
responsibility; 
5. The density of the development would place an unsustainable strain on resources and infrastructure, far beyond any
community benefit: traffic and parking; health and education facilities; public transport and road safety; 
6. The risk to neighbouring structures - especially Battersea Bridge, Thames Walk Apartments, The Peabody building and
the RCA Dyson building - posed by deep earthworks must be considerable. Critically, Battersea Bridge of course is an
artery and carries no less than five bus routes.

Individual Member Comments: 

Six individual members have responded to object to the proposal. 
One member provided additional remarks: 
"At midday (when the sun is at its highest) on December 1st, the shadow from this 500ft building will stretch across
Battersea Bridge and beyond the King's Road. It is only at midday on June 21st that there is darkness just on the river; at
all other times, people suffer to varying degrees. Aircraft passing overhead could be within 1000 feet, helicopters within
500 feet of the building. The traffic and parking caused by the increased number of inhabitants put stress on a road that is
used as an artery (red route) for London commuters, causing additional suffering for thousands trying to get to work. Apart
from the discomfort caused to all inhabitants, it would be hard to describe the design as aesthetically beautiful. It doesn't
blend with the industrial heritage nor does it complement the riverside walk. If this 33-story building were dumped on the
inhabitants of Battersea, it would encourage further poor planning decisions. Please don't destroy Battersea in the way
Wandsworth and Nine Elms have. This is a chance for planners to do what they are there to do and protect the borough
from mindless commercial ugly overdevelopment. Please remind yourselves of what good planning decisions involve."

Comment: I object to this application. Having a 30+ storey tower next to Battersea Bridge will change the skyline of this
part of the river for the worse and is almost three times higher than the currently max 12 stories allowed in Wandsworth’s
Planning Policy updated less than a year ago. The developers mention the need for a landmark building by Battersea
Bridge. We already have this in Albion Riverside, Riverside One and the new RCA building. The proposed design of the
new development is not spectacular, certainly not enough to overrule the Planning Policy. 

The foundations required for such a high building must be vast and I share many others concern about potential damage
to the foundations of already present buildings nearby, Battersea Bridge and the riverwall. Has the developer obtained
large enough insurance policies to fully cover repairs for damage they cause? And even if there is insurance - if there was
damage to Battersea Bridge the potential downside whilst repairs took place would be huge. Battersea Bridge is one of
too few bridges over the Thames, given the population in this part of London, and is already very badly congested for
most of the day. Traffic is always queuing on the south side for much of Battersea Bridge Road towards the bridge and on
Beaufort Street almost as far north as Fulham Road for south going traffic. 

Adding construction traffic would cause further congestion and delays for local residents, whether traveling by bus or car.
Take into consideration how the emergency services would cope with this extra traffic, and that’s not even counting the
numerous traffic accidents on/around the bridge in recent years. We know all too well what extra traffic is like, we have
had to endure several bridge closures since we moved to Hester Road in 2011 and every time the overspill of traffic has
added massive further delays to Battersea Bridge and the surrounding roads both north and south of the bridge, making
both bus and car travel almost unbearable, with journey times of 45 minutes from King’s Road to Hester Road as recently
as last week. 

Public transport links to and from Battersea Bridge are not great and heavily reliant on buses to reach the tube/overground
network. Buses are already full during peak hours. The application has omitted the plans from TfL to install new traffic
lights on Battersea Bridge Road close to the bridge, as described in TfL’s Battersea Bridge safety improvements scheme.
The Construction logistics plan mention the need to temporarily close the bus stop BD on Battersea Bridge Road, citing
only bus 170 as being affected and the next stop being only 180m away, so won’t cause any problems. However, they
have omitted that BD is also the final stop for bus 19, before turning left into Parkgate Road to its stand on Elcho Street.
Obviously, no solution for this has been presented. 

How can such a large building be constructed on such a small plot? It doesn’t seem to be any spare land available to
house machinery, cranes and building materials. Locations of cranes etc have not been submitted. Just-in-time lorry
deliveries will not work in practice, as the surrounding roads are either extremely congested (Battersea Bridge Road) or



too small (Hester Road) to manage associated HGVs etc or to be closed to use for storage. Having a traffic marshal
managing construction traffic, claiming to give priority to other traffic and road users, won’t help, as traffic is always
gridlocked during the daytime. This will make the situation unbearable for current residents. How will we ever get out of
Hester Road with construction lorries waiting for a large enough gap in the traffic? 

To sum up: The proposed building will not fit into this part of London, it offers no upside to the neighbourhood once
completed, and carries significant risks and certain downside to the people of Wandsworth during the construction that
surely will take longer than the stated two years. The proposal should be rejected.

I OBJECT to this application for the following reasons
 
SAFETY.

Battersea Heliport in close and helicopters will fly low over the river while landing and taking off..
The accident when a helicopter crashed into a lower tower block near Vauxhall Bridge which killed
the crew is an example of the risk especially in bad weather/low visibility.

There will be an increased risk to pedestrians and Riverwalk cyclists and scooter users crossing the
busy Road which is already a hazard. This will be compounded by over 500+ occupants of Glassmill.
HEALTH
Any Bridge closure in London results in a substantial increase in road traffic and massive hold ups on
all local roads. This is a serious health risk for local residents.
The higher the building with flats the greater the risk to residents through domestic violence.
ACCESS
The access to the building site during construction will have a serious effect on local traffic and
density.
Traffic is already bad and to compound it with HGV contractor vehicles for 3 years would be
intolerable for residents and bridge users. Pollution levels would rise quickly especially for residents.
Most occupants would use cycles/scooter making the bridge a serious risk area. Busses would become
crowded at rush hour – safer perhaps!
BIODIVERSITY/ENVIRONMENT
The famous murmuring of Starlings would disappear. These birds have for decades converged by the
bridge and given spectacular displays in evenings. They will disappear and Battersea will be poorer.
The cost of destroying Glassmill as is, and building anew would make no environmental or economic
sense in an Authority which boast climate change and sustainability.
WBC, a strong supporter of climate change, will need to explain to residents who support their
concerns of climate change, how they can support the very high carbon cost of this tall build.
The financial cost of the building would be very substantial. The Council will benefit from 70% of flats
being for low cost social house, 45 unit will be affordable house, the balance will be high cost.
It seems improbable that the high cost will pay for the remainder. One hopes that WBC will never pay
for any mismanagement/shortage of funds/bankruptcy/loan as a result.
LOCAL ISSUES
The massive scale of this build is too high in Battersea Village on the riverside and in an area with
much lower buildings.
The Building will dwarf all surrounding building south of the Thames and looks stark, unimaginative in
design and grossly out of place; further it appears to be much beyond the local Planning guidelines.



I have yet to meet a local supporter of this proposed development. While it will provide additional low
cost social housing in this area, this and more can be achieved elsewhere locally at a lesser cost.
The penalties to the local community, the environment, safety and local movement are not
outweighed by any advantages to the Battersea community.

I am a member of the Planning and Conservation Working Group for the London Historic Parks 
and Gardens Trust, trading as London Parks and Gardens (LPG). LPG is affiliated to The 
Gardens Trust (TGT) — a statutory consultee in respect of planning proposals affecting sites 
included in Historic England’s Register of Parks and Gardens. 
 
LPG is the County Gardens Trust for Greater London and makes observations on behalf of TGT 
in respect of Grade II registered sites and may also comment on planning matters affecting 
other green open spaces of historic interest, especially when included in LPG’s Inventory. 
 
The proposed development is a tall tower at the south end of Battersea Bridge which will have a 
visual impact over a wide area which contains several significant historic landscapes: 
 

• Ropers garden on the opposite side of the river to the proposed tower. This is grade II 
listed and includes a sculpture which is grade II listed in its own right. Roper's Gardens * 
(londongardenstrust.org). 

• The Chelsea Embankment Gardens, which are in a conservation area and include several 
listed structures. Chelsea Embankment Gardens (londongardenstrust.org) 

• The Chelsea Physic Garden which grade 1 listed. Chelsea Physic Garden * 
(londongardenstrust.org). 

• The Grounds of the Royal Hospital Chelsea and Ranelagh Gardens which are grade II 
listed and are the setting for the grade I listed hospital buildings. Royal Hospital Chelsea, 
including Ranelagh Gardens, South Ground and Burton's Court * 
(londongardenstrust.org) 

• Battersea Park which is grade II* listed. Battersea Park * (londongardenstrust.org) 
 
The proposed 30 floor tower will be much higher than the existing buildings along the waterfront 
on the west side of Battersea Park and will also be higher than those adjacent to east side.

Comment: The proposed 33 storey tower straddles mid-rise zone MB-B2-02 and high-rise zone TB-B2 04, where,
according to the Wandsworth Local Plan 2023 to 2028, height should not exceed 6 storeys and 12 storeys respectively. 
So the proposed tower would be almost 3 times the maximum height permitted by the Local Plan. The visual impact of a
building of that height, being many times taller than, and so looming over, anything else in the vicinity, would be totally out
of keeping with and have a negative visual impact on its surroundings. 
The tower would contain 142 flats but provide only 18 car parking spaces. Like it or not most residents would have at least
one car and these would have to be parked on the street. As on-street parking spaces should be 6.0 m long an additional,
say, 100 cars would require 600 m of parallel parking road space near the development. 
According to the planning application a building of this enormous size would require very deep foundations so there would
be a serious risk of damage to the surrounding buildings, including Albion Riverside where I am resident, and especially
Battersea Bridge, during the pile driving works. 
There would also be a negative impact on the environment as a result of the inevitable increase in traffic on the already-
overloaded Battersea Bridge Road. 
Such an isolated tall tower only 500m from the Heliport and on the approaching flight path from the east would be a
source of increased danger.

The height of the building is contrary to the Council's own policy on building heights. It is difficult to understand why
Wandsworth Council is prepared to consider this application. 

At thirty three storeys, the proposed building will dwarf surrounding properties and will overshadow my flat at 6 Hester Rd,
to a very significant degree and will result in a loss of privacy. 

The front of my flat, which is my only outside sitting area, is a very short distance from the proposed building. This and the
rooms of my flat which face the building will loose daylight, sunlight and privacy. I have acquired a legal right to light under
the '20 year rule.' 

The developers assessment under the BRE Guidelines on 'Site Layout Planning for Daylight and Sunlight 2022' minimises
the impact of the development on properties at 6 Hester Rd. The assessment wrongly concludes that daylight into
bedrooms is not important (assuming the rooms identified as bedrooms are used as bedrooms) and totally ignores the
overshadowing and sunlight implications for residents' outdoor sitting areas which face the proposed building. 

There will be tremendous disruption to the surrounding area in terms of noise, nuisance, inconvenience and traffic
problems during the construction of such a building, particularly given the small site and the necessary depth of the
foundations. 

The ultimate increase in the local population after completion will put an enormous strain on transport and traffic in the
area which is currently very congested. 
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
